12 January]".

Chelsea Manning is the US soldier who exposed the truth about US, UK and other 

governments’ war crimes and corruption in Afghanistan, Haiti, Iraq, Israel & the Palestinian 

Authority, Peru, Venezuela . . .  She was sentenced in August 2013 to 35 years’ 

imprisonment.  If the sentence stands,  she would not be released    until 2045.  We 

cannot allow this; we have to get her out.
